Participants will be split into heats by age.

Several chickens will be released into the arena per heat.

Participants will chase and attempt to catch a chicken then place it in the provided
crates. This will continue until all chickens have been caught.

If a participant has hold of a chicken, NO other participant will be allowed to touch
that chicken until it breaks away.

If two or more participants catch the same chicken at the same time, it will be
turned loose.

All participants will be considered winners and will receive a T-shirt (if registered
in time)..

Unnecessary roughness will NOT be tolerated; participants will be disqualified and
the animal will be set free.

All decisions by Beagle Boys judges and referees will be final.
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
